Fundraising began in early 2010 in the hope of providing financial support to
one student from St. Matthew HS and one student from Cairine Wilson SS.
As a result of your generous contributions, the HOST Program was able to
support a second student from St. Matthew HS.

The three students were quite surprised by this support and their Christmas
letters attested to that. | have now received their year-end letters and | have
included an extract from each one at the end of this report.

Two of our students are graduating while the third one is entering grade 12.
Based on the positive reports from the school, the HOST Program will continue
to support this student next year.

Over the course of the year, a number of fundraising endeavours have taken,
thanks to the great support from St. Matts and Cairine Wilson staff.

e In March and April, a 50/50 raffle was held at the two schools; in addition to
raising $200, the raffle increased awareness among teachers and staff.

e In June, a Guess How Many Smarties and Jellybeans contest took place at
St. Matts. The contest raised $52 and increased awareness among the
student body.

Without their amazing generosity, it would
have been impossible to support three students this past year and to increase
the number of students for next year. | should also point out that a number of
individuals have made large donations.

Extract from Recipients’ Letters (June 2011)

“When | got chosen to receive this award, the money that was given to
me every month really helped me with my home situation, which made it
easier on me a lot to get things for me and any school items. 1 would also
like to report that if | keep my marks up which are in the high 80% range, |
will be graduating with honours. The money really gave me time to focus on
my schoolwork and not home problems. To anyone who may be reading this
letter, you are making the life of one student who is having a hard time into
one where they can be a productive member of society.”

“All my life, I have somehow managed to be blessed by numerous
encounters with people or events that have helped change my life for the
better. At 18 years of age, | often find it hard to tell my life story to others
as | always feel that | am complaining. | come from a divorced family, a
workaholic father and a mother suffering from mental health and alcoholism.
In my grade 8, my grandmother was murdered at the hands of her husband
in a domestic dispute. At age 16, | moved to Ottawa for a fresh start with
my mother and unfortunately could not remain living with her due to her
ongoing mental health and substance abuse.

The HOST Program is one of the best opportunities I have had all year.
Being in grade 12 and financially struggling, it allowed me to feel confident
that 1 would be able to attend university after working hard to maintain an
85-90% average. For me, the HOST Program showed me that I meant
something to the Orleans community and that there were people who cared
about my well-being and the hard work | was putting into school.

I sincerely thank all those who have donated towards this program
because without this help, I may not have been able to pursue my dream of
post-secondary education. More importantly, however, is that | was shown
a generosity that I will continue to pass on by volunteering myself.”

“When | was first chosen for this program, | just couldn’t believe that
after having gone through some of the things | have in my life, all of a
sudden for someone to do this for me was hard to comprehend.

This year has been rough. 1 lived with my mom and step-dad then for
three months | lived on my own. The money | received has helped me to
stay afloat. It has helped provide a safety net for food or supplies when
needed. When the first of every month came around, 1 felt relieved to know
that there was something there for me to live off of. It is hard enough to
have a rough time outside of school but it is important for me to try to keep
up my grades.

I hope that his donors continue to support Mr. Lussier. | would like
him to know that as soon as | can, | would like to support the program as
well.”
